CCP Overview:

· Students must be Ohio resident in grades 7-12 to participate in the program (ORC 3365.02) and must apply for acceptance at the college or university of choice. 

· A student shall apply by April 1st to participate in the college credit plus program during the following school year.
· A student will be required to schedule a conference with the school counselor to discuss:

· Program eligibility

· Financial arrangements for tuition, books, material, and fees

· The process of granting academic credit.

· Scheduling and available support services

· The consequences of failing or not completing a course

· The effect of the grade for the course on the student’s grade point average

· The effect of program participation on the student’s ability to complete graduation /honors diploma/valedictorian/salutatorian requirements 
· A student, who has been deemed eligible, will have a conference with the advisement faculty at the selected university to discuss: 
· Course eligibility

· At least one example of a 15 and 30 credit hour pathway

· Acceptance requirements

· Transfer credit

· Timelines for application submission and deadlines

· The effect of the grade for the course on the students grade point average and transcript 
· All students seeking to participate in CCP must be academically assessed to determine eligibility by a college or university. 

· Readiness is determined based on the review of an assessment exam such as ACT, SAT, or Accuplacer. The “Uniform Statewide Remediation-Free Standards” document, approved by college and university presidents, provides the minimum threshold of scores to determine student readiness. 

· If the student’s scores do not indicate the student is ready for college-level courses in any of the assessment exam subject areas, then the student can be considered conditionally eligible if the student has scored in a range near the threshold (calculated as one Standard Error of Measurement or SEM and provided by the Ohio Department of Higher Education) and if the student has met one of these conditions: 

· Has a 3.0 cumulative GPA or 
· Receives a recommendation from school counselor, principal, or career-technical advisor. 

Course Placement

· The college/universities policies and applicable state law govern course placement decisions.  *See Level I Course Information in CCP Folder*
Assessment Exams
· Beginning with the eligibility and admission process for the 2018-2019 school year, Ohio Revised Code 3365.03 (new from House Bill 49) requires the college or university to which a student applies to participate in the CCP program to pay for one assessment to determine the student’s eligibility. Any additional assessments used to determine the student’s eligibility are the financial responsibility of the student. *See  Assessment Chart in CCP Folder*
Selective Service 

· Under the provisions of the Ohio Revised Code 3345.32, a male student born after December 31, 1959, who is at least 18 years of age and who is classified as an Ohio resident by the public college or university he is attending, is required to be registered with the Selective Service System. 
· The male student is required to provide his Selective Service number to the public college or university within 30 days of his 18th birthday. 
· If he does not submit his Selective Service number, the student will not be considered a College Credit Plus participant for that current semester or term and will be responsible for any tuition, textbooks, or fees associated with the classes for which he is enrolled. 

Athletic Eligibility
· Student athletes must remain eligible in accordance with the Ohio High School Athletic Association (OHSAA) bylaws. 
· To be athletically eligible, students must be passing five, one-credit courses or the equivalent per grading period with the high school and college courses combined. 
End of Course Examinations-(Each class has a new set of graduation requirements)
· College Credit Plus courses, in the subject area, will satisfy the End-of-Course graduation requirement of American history, American government, and biology; and the college course grade earned under CCP may earn graduation points in place of the end-of-course tests.

· The following table from the Ohio Department of Education website must be used to convert College Credit Plus grades to graduation points for valid courses. This applies only to American history, American government and science.  Students may use math and English language arts CCP courses to satisfy the curriculum requirements, but schools must administer the EOC tests to students to earn graduation points. (ORC 3365.12 and OAC 3333-1-65.2)

SOME ADVANTAGES

1. Students can receive dual credit-high school and college

2. Decreases the cost of a college education (Option B)

3. Possible easier transition to college

4. Exposure to a larger variety of cultures and backgrounds

5. Access to a larger variety and/or intensity of courses 
6. Student will have freedom provided on college campus

7. Greater challenges academically and skill enhancement
8. Student could enter major field of study earlier; graduate earlier; be employed earlier; get ahead earlier

9. Better research and library facilities

10. Enhancement of special interests such as music, art, computers, etc.

SOME DISADVANTAGES

1. Possibly not being able to participate in extra-curricular activities provided at the high school because of time conflicts

2. Possibly not being able to transfer credits earned to another college

3. Process hurries teenager toward adulthood with a diminished interest in high school
4. Increased study time and class participation

5. Limiting the student’s academic options at the high school to meet the university’s class schedules

6. Choice of classes to fulfill high school graduation requirements

7. Proper notification if the student is in academic trouble-university may not send progress reports

8. Provisions for tutoring students who fall behind in college courses are the responsibility of the student 
9. Financial burden should the student change his/her mind or not pass a course

10. Missing out on high school experiences

11. Transportation time and cost is to be absorbed by the student

12. Learning to deal with larger lecture classes; impersonal instruction

13. If a student fails college course which was taken as high school requirement, the course must be retaken in high school and the student is financially responsible for tuition and textbook cost-*See Underperforming Student Sheet in CCP Folder*
OTHER CONCERNS

1. Only colleges can set criteria for acceptance of students to their campuses.
2. If a student fails to complete the course(s) whether through a formal withdrawal/exit process or nonattendance the parent/student will be responsible to the school district for tuition, fees, books, and materials that would be charged a regularly admitted student.

3. There are specific courses that must be completed in order for a student to be considered for Valedictorian/Salutatorian.  Classes taken at the college must be approved prior to course selection and documented to maintain Valedictorian/Salutatorian status. 

4. Summer School courses may be limited availability and will report on the fall report card for marks reporting, but will not count toward athletic eligibility.

That should my child fail to complete the course(s) whether through 

 a formal withdrawal/exit process or nonattendance,  I will be responsible to the school 

 district for tuition, fees, book, and materials that would be charged a regularly

 admitted student.
